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Nesta entrevista, Sam Slote, professor do Departamento de Inglês e codiretor da pós-

graduação em Literatura Irlandesa no Trinity College Dublin, responde a perguntas sobre o 

legado joyciano dentro e fora da sala de aula. Slote concentra sua pesquisa em Modernismos 

de James Joyce e de Samuel Beckett. Além de livros sobre Joyce, já publicou obras sobre 

Nabokov, Woolf, Proust, Borges, Mallarmé, Dante e Elvis. Em 2022, no centenário da 

publicação de Ulysses, Slote publicou, com Marc A. Mamigonian (diretor da National 

Association for Armenian Studies and Research) e John Turner (pesquisador da Brandeis 

University com diversos artigos publicados na James Joyce Quarterly), Annotations to 

James Joyce’s Ulysses, um livro de notas para a leitura do romance de Joyce que vem a 

complementar e, em alguns casos, corrigir, o clássico Ulysses Annotated, de Don Gifford.

A entrevista foi realizada no dia 2 de novembro de 2023, dentro do Trinity College 

Dublin, como parte da pesquisa de doutorado-sanduíche no Trinity College de Victor 

Fermino da Silva.

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In this interview, Sam Slote, professor in the English Department and co-director 

of the postgraduate course in Irish Literature at Trinity College Dublin, answers questions 

about the Joycean legacy inside and outside the classroom. Slote focuses his research on 

Modernisms by James Joyce and Samuel Beckett.

Mamigonian (director of the National Association for Armenian Studies and Research) 

and John Turner (researcher at Brandeis University with several previous publications in 

the James Joyce Quarterly), Annotations to James Joyce’s Ulysses, a book of notes for 

reading Joyce’s novel that complements and, in some cases, corrects the classic Ulysses 

Annotated, by Don Gifford.
